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4.4 Qualifications of the operating and maintenance personnel
The owner bears the responsibility for ensuring that the operating and maintenance 
personnel have the required qualifications. The Operation and maintenance instructions 
must have been read and understood. The relevant applicable technical and safety 
regulations are to be complied with.

4.5 Organizational measures

The owner is to provide any personal protective equipment 
that is required. All the safety devices are to be checked 
regularly. Wear protective glasses and a protective suit for 
operation and cleaning to protect against any chemicals 
that are sprayed out.

All the safety information in the relevant Operation and 
maintenance instructions of the dispenser(s) connected to the Control system must be 
complied with.

4.6 Preparation before starting up - visual check
Make a visual check of the Control system daily, before starting work, and before each 
shift change. If there is any doubt at at that the unit is not perfectly ready for operation, it 
must be shut down at once and inspected by a suitably qualified person before it used 
again.

4.7 Preventing damage to the motor of the dispenser
Only remove and insert the mains plug of a dispenser (plug 16, section 5.2, 
Connections on page 6)  when the power has been switched off. Otherwise the 
electronics of the drive motor could be damaged.
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5 Operation

5.1 Displays and controls

Before starting up the Control systems the safety information in 
section4, Safety, starting on page 3, must have been read and understood.

Designation Function, description
1 Graphic display
2 Pressure regulating valve To regulate the primary pressure (air pressure) 

that is to be applied to the medium.
3 Mains switch
4 NAVI wheel Select and set variable values and input dialog 

confirmations.
5 Key (without Fig., bottom) For service, software update.
6 Key START Starts the dosing / function
7 Key STOP Stops the dosing / function; emergency stop
8 Key PRG / Esc Selection of programming, quitting an input 

dialog. 
9 Key INFO Brings further information onto the display, 

used to quit page 2 in the dosing programs.
10 Return Confirmation of a selection / value input.

11 Time program There is a status LED on the right next to the

Preventing dripping of the medium

process.

Teach in Empirical determination of the dosing quantity

Saving
Used to save the last values that had been 
amended. Only applies if a chipcard has been 
inserted.

Start / stop Shows the current controlling of the dispenser 
(high/low). The switch is set to I during dosing.

Relative quantity, 
capacity Dynamic display of the flow rate, for example

Error
Plain text messages in the status line  give 
information on the relevant error message.
